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THE ENGLISH READING PROGRAMME
AT CCC KEI FAAT P.S.

Since the start of the 2004/2005 school year our
students from Primary 1 to Primary 3, have had the A Guided Reading Group  Sharing a story in Independent Reading
opportunity to learn English through the Primary Literacy Independent Reading
Programme-Reading (PLP-R). While the emphasis in the programme is on reading to learn
and learning to read, the students also practise and hone their skills in speaking, writing and
listening. In the PLP-R, students experience the English language through Shared, Guided,
Home and Independent Reading. Big books provide a starting point for developing activities and
story telling is integrated into lessons. The teachers working in the programme are Miss Chau,
Miss Chan, Mr. Yu, Miss Kwok, Miss Ma, Mr. Yau and Miss Laura. Mr. Raymond as the Classroom
Assistant, lends a great deal of support. .

Each week, during one of their PLP-R lessons, students in 1A and 1B, 2A, 3A and 3B can o
choose and borrow a reader which they take home for one week, to read with their parents, Playing a phonics game  Individual Assessment
other members of their family and their friends. The readers should be read and shared auring requilar lessons
daily for about ten minutes as outlined in the Home Reading Booklet, Details of each reader and the reading activity should be
recorded in the Booklet. This part of the PLP-R is called Home Reading and it is absolutely crucial for parents and family to set
aside a little time each week to read and share the English books which their children bring home. The participation and support
of parents is a key factor i how much and how well their children learn.

Another important part of the PLP-R is Guided Reading (6R) where the teacher quides and supports students in small groups
of five fo eight to read and discuss selected texts, Every student has the opportunity to read. Infensive support is provided by
the teacher so that the students can develop their phonics, word attack skills and reading strategies. Students are encouraged
to think critically about the texts and to share their opinions with others in their group.

The English Room where the PLP-R lessons take place, provides a stimulating language environment in which students can
learn.
