The above comment from a parent is weighty indeed. The English teachers at CCC Kei Faat Primary
School can do everything possible, through a well structured and comprehensive reading programme, to
show children the way' into the world of books. However, without strong support from parents, all our
efforts to teach your children will fall flat. You can make a very significant difference to how well and
how fast your child's reading skills in English develop. Just imagine what your child can achieve with
support both at school and at home! The importance of learning to read and becoming confident in using
English in today's world cannot be underestimated.

As you know, Home Reading is a key part of the PLP-R Programme. Students borrow a different
reader each week to take home and read with their families. Parents have a major role to play in Home
Reading. You can help create a reading culture at home and nurture a love of reading in your child/
children by following a few simple and easy steps. Here are some ideas for facilitating your child in
forming a good reading habit.

O Set aside about 10 minutes, two or three times a week, when you can
sit and read with your child - even if you don't speak or read English,
you can still talk to your child in Chinese about his/her boak

Ask your child to read to you

Set a reading time every day and turn off the TV and radio so your
child can read without distractions

Provide your child with a quiet spot at home where s/he can read

Sef some space for your child to keep his/her favourite books

Praise and reward your child to encourage him/her to read more

Read interesting stories and other books with your child

Sit close to your child and allow him/her to share the book with you
Ask your child to show you the book he/she has brought home to read
Follow the Parent Guidelines in the Aome Readltig Bookiet

Remind your child to take good care of books

Make sure that s/he takes the beok back to school to change each week

Play reading games with your child

Write new and unfamiliar words on strips of paper and stick them on the fridge, on walls, doors and
cupboards, for example
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With care, support and guidance easily become a natural part of every child's werld, Let's work
together to make this happen for your child.
